6. Must be full-time student during semesters for which scholarship is funded.  One-

half of the scholarship shall be awarded for each of the semesters. 
 
7. Submit official university transcript which indicates current GPA. 
 
8. Scholarship recipient will be required to attend the awards banquet.
